As you might have guessed, the rooms feature spectacular
views of the ocean, city and/or the intracoastal. Additionally, the hotel provides a range of
on-site amenities including at least six distinct dining options, a full-service Mokara Spa, an



elevated pool deck with captivating views, a fitness center, and outdoor spaces designed to
host a wide range of activities. We cannot forget the addition of 120,0000 square feet across
three levels which help elevate the opportunities for convention space in Broward County
and help bring larger conventions to our destination impacting our local economy.

Broward County's Port Everglades continues to make incredible strides by breaking its own
record across all three of its own business sectors; cruise, cargo and energy. For cargo, the
port achieved its best year with 1,167,552 TEUs (Twenty-foot Equivalent Units). In the
energy sector, Port Everglades affirmed its status as Florida's
No. 1 petroleum port, moving 131,855,261 barrels of
petroleum products. Cruise operations also surged to historic
heights for the port. Port Everglades welcomed a preliminary
count of 4,773,873 cruise guests in Fiscal Year 2025, an
impressive 16% year-over-year increase. With the new cruise
season featuring 40 cruise ships from 9 lines, plus a daily ferry,
Port Everglades conservatively forecasts hosting even more
